Hot housing citation and collaboration opportunities

John Kaye (
iVEC
, formally British Library) will outline how using digital objects for research outputs and for researchers themselves can enhance discoverability of research outputs and collaborations and can improve impact tracking. John will introduce tools developed on top of identifier systems as part of a European Commission funded project called ODIN: 'ORCID and DataCite Interoperability Network' (
http://odin-project.eu/
). ODIN aims to link data creators and curators with their research outputs via identifiers, including: improving attribution to data creators/curators; enhancing resource discovery and access; and, improving the evaluation of the impact of data use and re-use. John will also outline some of the findings around the use of identifiers in ODIN's work around the Humanities and Social Sciences.
